· Learn all 10 Latin and Standard dances following ISTD Syllabus

· Learn and improve dancing ability with the ultimate goal being participation (and hopefully success!) in a competitive dancing context

· Represent SMU and the SMU Ballroom Club as a performing group (performing showcases, etc.)

II. What is expected of Ballroom Team members?

· Regular attendance to practices – Tues/Thurs evenings.

· If you are unable to attend a practice for any reason you must contact one of the coaches or team captain

· Attendance of the SMU Ballroom Club general classes of Saturdays

· Treating all members of the team – coaches, teammates, and partners – with the utmost respect that they deserve

· At least one hour of practice of dances with partner outside of Tues/Thurs practices

III. Financial Expectations

· Shoes – run on average $100; the range is approx. $75 - $150+ depending on brand, durability, and model. To be able to dance correctly both Latin and Standard shoes should be purchased (that means you too, guys)
· Travel Expenses  - SMU doesn’t give us a lot of money. When we go to competition we try to help  each other by rooming together and carpooling, but each team member is responsible for travel costs
· Dance Clothes – costumes are actually inappropriate for beginners at competition, however, having good dance clothes is a must for practice and performance. JEANS ARE A BIG NO FOR PRACTICE.  Something that fits your body well is a good guideline – too tight and you can’t move, too loose and the coaches can’t see how you are moving your body
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
